                                   Huon Pine is a conifer endemic to Tasmania. 
   A splendid tree, growing from 20 – 30 metres , normally 
with a straight stem, reddish fibrous bark, a dense pyramidical crown and 
many pendulous branchlets. 
It is found in western and southern Tasmania in temperate rain forest , from 
sea level to an altitude of about 800-900 metres . Rainfall in these areas 
ranges from 1500 – 3000mm annually. 
The tree is an extremely slow growing species, growing little as 0.5 mm in 
diameter annually. 
The timber is durable in the ground, no decay having been reported. 
There is no insect or other pest known to attack either the plant or the timber. 
The timber is a light straw colour changing to a dull yellow after long exposure.  
The grain is straight, fine and even, sometimes even showing a beautiful 
“birds –eye” figure. 
It has a strong characteristic smell due to the essential oil Methyl euginol.

     Carl completed an apprenticeship in wood 
     carving which covered many aspects of 
     working with wood and decorating wood. 
     He showed a bowl where an edge had been 
     dampened, bruised with a spherical 
     object and dampened again to make the 
     fibres rise to give a rough surface. 
     Carl showed a defect in a turned item could  
     be sawn out with a spiral cutting blade  
     which is used to cut in all directions.  The 
     area around the cut can be carved in many 
different  patterns. 
     Stencils can be used to decorate around the rims of bowls or platters in a 
uniform manner.  These stencils can be made from acetate for flat surfaces or 
bendable material like thin copper plate for following curved spaces.  As well 
as hand carving tools there are several power tools which can make the task 
quicker.  The Arbortech mini grinder can remove wood quickly.  Carl 
demonstrated with the Archer flexible shaft tools which has a reciprocating 
carving attachment as well as the rotating capability.  Various cutting heads 
which are easily inserted in the tool can make cuts quickly , accurately and 
uniformly.  Carving can be used to cover defects in wood. 
    Where there is a large flat surface in a carving it is sometimes wise to 
decorate the surface with matting punches.  To see if a large flat surface on a 
turning is correctly flat a curved hack saw blade rubbed lightly in two directions 
will show up any high or low spots which can be corrected with sanding. 
     Carl has offered to take a workshop at a later date
