is written by an engineer who pulls no punches regarding the good and bad points 
of current lathes. 

   Most people who have turned for some time will have 
 made a pen and worked out their own way of doing it. 
  Our member Anne Munro went through the process 
 she uses.  To hold the pieces of wood in the drill press 
 to drill the holes she has made a rectangular frame. 
 The brass inserts are glued into the wood with araldite  
and left over night. 
    Anne usually makes straight sided pens so the pieces  
are placed on the mandrill touching each other in the 
middle so the two ends can be rounded off at the spacers. After making the pieces round 
and the appropriate size Anne takes them from the mandrill and places them back on 
again so the other ends can be rounded.  The pieces are now ready for sanding up to 2000 
grade paper before the finish is applied.  Assembling the pen is done in a vice noting the 
best way to place the grain in the wood.      Thanks Anne 
 
  Other members showed the devices they use to hold the pieces when drilling the holes, 
as well as the different materials, shapes and methods used.  
     
When assembling pens it is easy to make a mistake by forcing one part too far into the 
barrel.  John wheeler demonstrated the way he is able to then take the pen apart.  Using a 
straight piece of metal just wide enough to go through the hole where the ink container 
goes and tapping it will force the point end out of the barrel.  A wider straight piece of 
metal can now be  placed up the tube to tap out the offending piece.  (Several members 
now have made their own pieces for doing this).

The Koonung Community Cottage is organising Upmarket 109,  a market where 
the various groups who meet at the Cottage will have an opportunity to sell items 
which they have made. 
 
The Market is to be held on Saturday 15th November. 
 
We have been allocated a trestle table in one of the  Cottage’s three rooms. 
 
Details which we have to follow: 
 

a. Set up is from 9.00am. 
b. Pack up is after 3.00pm. 
c.  Stall holders are to provide a suitable tablecloth, preferably floor 

length. 
d. Only two persons to be manning a stall at one time. 
e. Stall holders must ensure that displays do not project outside the 

designated space. 
f. Stall holders must provide the buyer some means of contact in case of 

product fault.  This could mean labeling goods individually, labeling 
bags or providing a business card.  This need only include a name and 
phone number. 

 
Our committee has decided: 

Items offered for sale must be of a high standard. 
Items must include a tag or sticker indicating the price and phone 
number of the maker. 
It would be preferable to have the items brought in some type of 
box/container that could be given to a purchaser. 
The display and the choice of items for display will be solely at the 
discretion of the two persons manning the stall at any time. 
A list of sales will be kept and a 20% commission paid to the Guild. 
 

At the October meeting a roster will be sent around asking for volunteers to 
assist  Ray Smith in the operation of the stall.
